Quilt Show: Irelle Beatie encouraged members to finish their quilts by the August meeting. The Featured Exhibit will be Route 66, in which member Pat Masterson has a quilt. Julie Mock has volunteered to take over the the Boutique. 
Workshops: Julie Mock reminded all of the next day’s workshop with Cara Gulati who’s handsome bright quilts added a wonderful backdrop to the proceedings. In April Bobbi Finley will present tile quilts; an applique technique in which a sewing machine will not be needed. In June Helmina Schenck will present a technique in the guild’s Learn and Sew format.

California Sesquicentennial Quilt: Pat Masterson shared a poster of a spectacular quilt that honors the 150 years California’s statehood. Created and quilted by many of California’s finest quilters, the quilt will be unveiled officially on May 18 at the Museum of California in Sacramento and will be on permanent display there.
Longest Day: Rosana Swing announced the Longest Day Sew-In that will be at Roxanne’s on June 21. The $25. registration supports Alzheimer’s research. The resulting Quilt will be raffled and the raffle tickets further support Alzheimer’s.

Her fearless approach to trying new things has led to her growth as a professional quilter—with some awards following as well as international travel. She called it the “coolest job”. Although brights are her favorites, she builds in very dark, navy or black, negative space that surrounds her central themes, setting the brights off and separating them from adjoining quilts in a show.
