
It's off to Grandmother's house we go for Thanksgiving dinner.
Time to get dressed up and don our bow ties.
Use Fall colored prints in brown, green, orange and rust for the Bow Ties.

Cutting
Bow Tie fabrics:

Cut two 3-1/2" squares and two 2" squares of each bow tie fabric.
Off white, white on muslin or very pale tan print for background:

Cut eight 3-1/2" squares.

Piecing
1.  Draw a diagonal line from corner to corner on the wrong side of the 2" squares of bow tie fabric.

2.  Lay the 2" square right sides together with a 3-1/2" background square.  Sew on the line, being 
careful not to stretch the bias.  Trim seam to 1/4".  Press seam to the bow tie fabric.

3.  Sew units together to make one Bow Tie. Press the seams toward the bow tie fabric.
Unit measures 6-1/2" x 6-1/2".
Repeat to make four bow tie units. Assemble the four bow ties to make block.
Note the direction of the bow ties. Block should measure 12-1/2".
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Bring your block to the November CQG meeting.
