GENERAL MEETING
September 13, 2007

The September meeting of the Coastal Quilters Guild was held on September 13th at St. Andrews Presbyterian Church in Goleta.

Programs: Tonight is the Guild Challenge Quilt exhibit; in October: Ellen Heck: her workshop has one space left; and in November: Barbara Dieges, with a one-woman play “A Thread Runs Through It” and a “Blossom Time” workshop.  Susan Carty will make a report from her quilt cruise and camping trip at the October meeting.

Challenge Quilt: The program for tonight is the annual Challenge Quilt, with the theme of “Lights, Camera, Action.”  Kathy Rose explained the challenge to the many guests who were present.  The quilts are on display; everyone is eligible to vote, and the winners will be announced tonight.
