We have reduced other expenses, and will continue to consider ways to save money, perhaps by having one less guest speaker per year.  Cost saving measures will be discussed further at the May and June Board meetings and your ideas would be appreciated and be communicated to any Board member.

The Board has decided that we must raise dues from $30 to $35 per year to cover our ongoing expenses.

Community Quilts – Presentation of quilts to Hillside House and quilt parade
