Bonnie Epperson called meeting to order at 7 pm
New members and guests were welcomed and introduced themselves.
Announcements:

1. Refreshments are now back! Totally voluntary participation is encouraged. Now linked to our very own birthday months, so it should be easy to remember. Jan/Feb bring in October, March/April in November and on throughout the year; exceptions being the July Picnic meeting and the December meeting. No drinks, or your own drinks, finger food on napkins, clean-up a relative cinch.

3. Irelle and her Quilt Show team stood up for a rousing round o’ applause. (More details below)
4. Guild members were reminded to purchase raffle tickets for the Guild’s Christmas Tree Quilt (on display). Raffle to be held in December.
Quilt Show: Irelle thanked the committee and all of us who helped create a successful Quilt Show, noting that it “takes a village” to create a successful show and we are that village. Positive comments were heard about the show as to its beauty and diversity, fabulous was the operant word. There were 235 quilts on display, 86 were judged, and 52 ribbons were awarded. Profits earned were about $7000.
Community Quilts: Marian announced the imminent delivery of quilts to both Hospice and Calm. The children’s quilts and cradle quilt sets will go to Calm. She encouraged all to continue making the stockings needed in December. A wonderfully inspiring parade of quilts was shown and Marian noted that the patriotic quilts were quilted by Nancy King.
Library: Pam Holst noted that there are 3 librarians working to organize the additions to the library, included many donated last month by Barb Postma. Kathy Piasecki is working to put the author, title and subject on the website.  Pam also asked the membership to be on the lookout for books they would like to see in the Quilt Library, there being a $300.00 book budget.

Workshops: Upcoming workshop on November 14 will be Catherine Wilson, Winter Wonderland Snowflake, “Paper Piecing the Judy Way”.
Block of the Month: Won by Dee Johnson. Bee and Elaine announced that the BOM for November is a simple Sweet Sixteen Patch of white alternating with bright colored  
3 1/2 inch blocks pieced together. There is no pattern available. 
Show and Tell:  Ten quilters showed their work, including an ingenious baby changing pad by Isabel Downs and the Butterfly President’s Quilt from Irelle that was the viewer’s choice. List included below. Roxanne Barbieri reminded members of the appearance of Kaffe Faucett Thursday, Oct 16 at 7pm. Debra Blake announced that “Abstrakted” will have a showing of their work at P.I.Q.F. (Pacific International Quilt Festival) October 16-19 in Santa Clara.
Door prize: Prizes include fabrics donated by Barb Postma and various Certificates from Art and Jenny’s, Marty Frolli and Creation Station. All were won by happy people for a grand total of $196.50 collected.
Guest Speaker: Patty Hunter introduced Patt Blair, who shared her magnificent
quilts with the guild in a prepared presentation as well as by sharing the quilts themselves. She started as a watercolorist and now uses her gift to create representational quilts using inks and line. She is interested in composition, line and color. She has done traditional quilting but her forte is representational quilts with a thread painting emphasis.  A candid and charming speaker with wonderful stories and quilts to share.
