
Coastal Quilters General Meeting

January 8, 2015
Bonnie Epperson called the meeting to order at 7 p.m.
Announcements:

Special Welcome: Bonnie welcomed Arlene Stepputat, Manager of Volunteer Services at Visiting Nurse and Hospice who told us about the lives touched by the Quilt Guild’s donations of Community Quilts. Arlene eloquently thanked the Guild for our “willing hands and wonderful hearts” with special kudos to Linda Boynton de Sepulveda who so beautifully created the shroud that is used at Serenity House. Arlene outlined the different services provided by her agency: 1) Home Health care 2) Visiting Nurse and Hospice ranging from bedside care to companionship and 3) Serenity House with 18 beds. She noted that there is criteria for the dispersal of the donated quilts which are chosen with a particular person in mind—either a favorite color or subject. In addition added services are available to clients and their families; a loan closet of durable medical equipment (i.e. crutches, wheelchairs) and bereavement services are also free and available when needed. Arlene also highlighted the services for veterans, a pinning ceremony and the gift of a red, white and blue quilt which Carol Barringer has told the Guild about at an earlier meeting. We were all touched by Arlene’s gracious thank you.
