
Coastal Quilters Guild Meeting
May 14, 2015 - 7:00 p.m.
Bonnie Epperson called the meeting to order at 7p.m. with a gracious “Good Evening”.

Announcements were made:  
1.  Please be sure to wear your nametag to meetings, as they will soon be closely checked upon entering.
2.  We have the pleasure of showing the Lompoc Guild’s Opportunity quilt tonight.  Please be sure to view it and support their guild by buying tickets for their raffle.
3.  Guild election of officers is tonight, please be sure to vote 
4. Challenge Quilts are due tonight; give them to Darilyn and Debbi in the side room near the kitchen.
5. Mary Ballard asked that Newsletter stories be submitted a week earlier than usual because she will be away later in the Month. She has sent an email to that effect. Mary also noted that the new editor for the Newsletter will be Bee Saunders and as of July there will be a new Block of the Month chair (as Bee assumes her new duty).
6. Some members have voiced an interest in forming a once a week sewing satellite group. If you are interested, let the president know and she will inform the new incoming satellite chair. The place to meet has not been established.
Reports:

1. Guild Member Survey: Sue K. reported there had been a 60% response to the survey, which will be cut off on Sunday, May 17.
2. Santa Barbara Expo: Bonnie E. was pleased with the free Booth at the SB Expo that the guild had been given. It was very close to the awards table so that the Guild had a lot of exposure. There were 16-18 volunteers filling all the time slots, generally 2 people on each shift. The Opportunity Quilt was on display and $450.00 worth of raffle tickets had been sold.
3. The tickets for the Opportunity Quilt are now available to members. Each member is responsible for 24 tickets, which are to be sold at $1 a ticket or 6 for $5. The money will be collected when the stubs are handed in. The Quilt was donated by Valeri Katoy, quilted by Dee Angus and finished by Carol Fay. The Quilt will be shown at the Lompoc Guild Meeting, the Fiddler’s Convention in October, the monthly meetings and at Roxanne’s during the Quilt Run at the end of May.

4. Carol Barringer and Mary Ringer shared a number of red, white and blue quilts that had been prepared prior to the Sew for Veterans Workshop which will be Saturday, June 13 from 8:30 to 3:30. Linda Boynton de Sepulveda also shared her contributions in red, white and blue. All sizes of quilts are needed from throws to twin as well as longer, narrow quilts needed by wheelchair users. Many jobs available at the Sew-In from finishing to patchwork to readying quilts for quilting. Come one, come all.
5. Chris Allen noted that the new 2015-16 Membership Form is now available. The Annual dues are still the same $35, but noted there is now a space to make an additional donation to the Guild, $25 as the suggested amount. If enough additional donations are received and all members sell their Opportunity Quilt ticket allotment, our goal of no other fund raisers in 2015-2016 will be achieved.
6. Bonnie E. noted the the Ventura County Fair was soliciting Quilts to enter the show. On Saturday, July 18th at Roxanne’s in Carpinteria there will be submission forms and directions on how to enter for the August, 2015 County Fair show.

7. Rosana also reminded members about the Longest Day Sew-In on June 21 at Roxanne’s to benefit Alzheimer’s Association and the Alzheimer’s Care Group of Carpinteria. Ranell designed the block based on jelly roll strips in pink, orange, yellow and white.

Community Quilts:  Marian Jones handed out a few more cradle quilt sets, most have been returned. She then conducted a Parade of Quilts, which will be going to Hospice of Santa Barbara and Visiting Nurse and Hospice Care.

Block of the Month:  Elaine Rottman announced that the winner of this month’s BOM was Pam Holst (not Dee Johnson).
