November 10, 2011
This meeting was held Thursday, November 10, 2011 at St. Andrews Presbyterian Church, Goleta, CA.

President Irelle Beatie called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. She then welcomed new members (2) and guests, inviting them to stand and introduce themselves.

Announcements:
Irelle thanked the membership for the donated canned goods.

One of the dads from the Girl Scout troop in Ventura, spoke about the troop’s project: collecting fabric scraps to donate to those making dog and cat beds for shelter animals in the Santa Barbara and Ventura counties. This will be an ongoing effort, so he will be coming to the meeting each month to collect scraps.

Irelle welcomed the Poinsettia Painters, who were in attendance with their Poinsettia Quilt, for which they were selling raffle tickets. This is a king-sized quilt featuring hand-painted poinsettias.

Workshops:
Diane Eardley announced that the Friday, November 11 workshop would be “Flower Power”, presented by Mary Lou Weidman. There will be no workshop in December, but the January 13th workshop will be “Simple Surfaces”, by Melody Crust. It will feature embellishment using paint, foil, and others substance.

Community Quilts:
Barbara MacCallum said that the Committee has been pleasantly “overwhelmed” by the donations of quilts, placemats, and Christmas/holiday stockings, of which they now have more than 100. They will accept stockings through the December meeting, after which the emphasis for smaller projects will shift back to place mats for Food From the Heart. Quilt donations are always welcome. Challenge:

Opportunity Quilt:
Sue Davies has donated the McKenna Ryan Kit “At Home in the Woods” for this project, which is a 62” x 69” wall hanging. It is comprised of 12 “blocks”, which need to be completed by 12 volunteers. Irelle will put the blocks together to complete the quilt top, and Ranell Hansen has volunteered to quilt it. Irelle encouraged members to choose one of the 11 remaining blocks to piece and contribute to the quilt. The deadline for completion of the blocks is in June, 2012.
