Coastal Quilters Guild General Meeting

June 12, 2014

Carol Fay called meeting to order at 7 pm

Announcements:

Carol Fay gave a special thank you to Bonnie Barber, who works behind the scenes to produce our wonderful website. Bonnie took a rightful bow.

Tickets for Harvest of Colors quilt show are now available at a reduced rate of $8.00. Tickets are good for both days. All guild members need tickets even if they volunteer at the show. Tickets will be $10.00 at the door.

Community Quilts: Carol next introduced Bonnie Epperson who presented her last report as Community Quilts chair before taking over as President. Community 
Quilts partners with excellent carpenters and painters to create a goal of 168 cradle and quilt sets per year. The cradle sets go to Unity Shop which allows low income families to shop for gifts for their children at the Holiday season. Cradle set quilt packets were passed out among the membership. Bonnie announced that 25 more placemats have been given to Meals on Wheels and they are delighted with them. Bonnie noted the guild had received a request for more placemats to buy, but that request has been turned down. Next month they will be working on throw-size quilts for Hospice. A change in the use of the storage unit which has resulted in time constraints has necessitated a search for another spot. If membership knows of a space 125 square feet or more, let Bonnie know as soon as possible.
July 10th Meeting: Sign-ups for jobs needed at the potluck. One third strips of paper were distributed describing what to bring to the picnic for a mystery square game. Also Potluck plans A-F Main Dish, G-L Dessert, M-Z Salad, vegies, and Hors d’oeuvres.

Quilt Show: Irelle encouraged members to submit quilts for judging. They must be submitted finished by August 14th. Show Entry Guidelines and Entry Forms were available at the meeting and online. Julie Mock is in charge of the boutique—let her know what you are submitting.

Complete a separate entry form; Include a 4x6 photo (one for each form). Be sure to include completed edge-to-edge measurements.

1. A total of 4 quilts may be entered ; 2 quilts and 2 Challenge quilts (2013

 and 2014). Include a $10 fee per quilt.
2.  The categories for placement and judging are:  traditional, art, modern, new quilter in last 3 years, challenge.

Patty Six noted that Cathie Hoover is the judge. She is both experienced and certified. Monday, September 15 will be Judging day (not Judgment Day) Volunteers needed that day for an easy 8:30-5:00 shift.

Darilyn clarified the forms available. Note that each form is two sided. Reminded all that it is a members’ showcase. Group projects may be submitted as well.

Volunteer chair is Cathe Hedrick. Be sure to sign up for one or two shifts during the weekend. There are sit-down as well as walk/run-around shifts.

August Meeting Notes: Bonnie B and Julie Mock announced the special meeting in August. There will be no speaker, but products and demos will be presented by cooperating quilt stores and manufacturers. Bonnie also promised “gi”normous giveaways. It should be an exciting meeting.

Workshop: Julie Mock announced the June 21, 9-3:30 Learn and Sew by Helmina Schenck.  The workshop is a fabulous floral rose, which Helmina will demonstrate tonight.  It is a beginner level class.

Longest Day: Rosana reminded all of the Longest Day quilting session on June 21 to raise funds for Alzheimer's Association to be held at Roxanne's, A Wish and a Dream. It will be from 7am to 7pm. After the Jewel Box squares are created, Ranell will put the quilt together.

Block of the Month: Won by Lynda Bird. Bee Saunders and Elaine Rottman are the new Block of the Month Chairs. Bee explained some of the changes in the new Bo’M year: some fabric will be given out, but no free boxes, no color limits included (i.e. February not necessarily red or pink), more modern approaches will be included, some traditional and some new designs will be presented, there will be some “but not too much” improvisational quilt squares presented, only 1 hour a month of your time is needed to produce the square. And do plan to contribute this year. July’s B o’ M is Criss-Cross Triangles. Have fun.

Show and Tell:  Eight quilters showed 8 quilts and other items, including Linda Boynton de Sepulveda’s yellow and orange Fidget Quilt to be donated to Alzheimer’s patients. List attached.

Tell: The Knotty Threads satellite group has donated a quilt to Carpinteria Beautiful. Proceeds will be used for tree-planting, park beautification, and clean-up projects. The drawing will be held on June 21st. Tickets are $5.00 apiece and $25 for 6.

After the break:

Door prize: Prizes won by Barbara McCallum, Julie Mock, and Paige Moore, for a lovely cash total of $111.00. No one has stepped up to fill the Door Prize Chair, so this will be our last Door Prize event. Still in need of someone who loves to ask for donations from various Quilting sources. 

Quilt College: 

Ranell Hansen demonstrated an easy method to create watercolor-like squares. This easy method can be used with Children as Ranell showed us.

Materials are: 

1. Full set of Sharpies

2. Rubbing  or denatured alcohol with dropper or spray bottle

Method: Draw a simple line drawing on fabric (white was demonstrated)

Either use the dropper with alcohol on the lines of the drawing or spray with alcohol. Let the fabric dry. There is no need to heat set and certainly do not wash in alcohol. An audience member suggested silk and 91% alcohol also works well. VOILA!

Helmina Schenck demonstrated how to assemble the handsome rose she will be teaching the guild on June 21st.

Darilyn Kisch presented a grab bag of good gadgets and tools

1. Smart phone; use for calculating fabric needs, site Quilt Fab, Superior thread web site, how to diversions 2.Premade sleeves 3.Old pill bottles for safe disposal of needles, rotary cutters. 4. Pipe cleaners to clean the sewing machine  5.Various stilettos to save the fingers 6.Tape measure with numbers on one side and yardage on the other. And a rotary cutter for 99₵ from Harbor Freight in Ventura, used for carpets, but will cut fabric too, no?

Next week Board Meeting will be a joint new board/old board meeting at Carol Fay’s, hostesses Carol and Bonnie.

The Bell was then passed from Carol Fay to Bonnie Epperson as the new president.
