1. Are we making quilts for babies, children, or adults this year?

We're donating quilts for recipients of all ages.

2. How big should I make the quilt?


Any size ranging from 36" square up to twin size.




36” x 36” for babies




36” x 45” or larger for children




45” x 60” or larger for teens

3. Do I have to use a kit?



No. You may use your own fabrics.


4. Do I have to use one of the provided patterns?



No. You may use any pattern of your choice.
5. May I change the fabrics in the kit?


Yes. Please feel free to add or substitute fabrics from your own collection.
6. May I tie the quilt?
No. Hand or machine quilt your quilt.
7. Should I return any unused kit fabric?
Only return any remaining fabric 1/4 yard or larger.

8. Do I have to wash the quilt?
Yes! The quilt should be washed after it is made, and need to be free of any scent.

9. When are the quilts due?
